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hese are unprecedented times for the world, our nation and Tfor us– that are testing us in numerous ways. We could never 
imagine that all of a sudden, our worlds would take a 

dramatic change. When it all started, the greatest challenge 
appeared to be the well-being of students during these tough times 
and their engagement with learning. Fortunately, each member of 
the school community, be it teachers, students, or parents adapted to 
the recreated school setting within no time.

However, there was a bigger challenge lying ahead, something which 
we didn’t foresee. Due to a large amount of misinformation floating 
and certain negative influences, the two pillars of a child’s life, parents 
and school started drifting apart nationally.

As educators, we have considered it our responsibility to develop 
students in a way that they can embrace and adapt to challenges and 
change. Reflecting on the experience of this session, I can confidently 
say that we have been successful in developing these skills in our 
students. I am glad that as a school we are providing our students with 
navigation tools to find their way through an increasingly complex 
and volatile world.

While we were dealing with life-altering challenges, our students 
helped us achieve a lot of contentment and happiness by giving 
exceptional results in grade X and XII and getting placed in good 
colleges.

New Education Policy 2020 is a welcome and progressive change for 
the development of the education landscape in our nation. I feel proud 
to mention here that as a school, we are already following almost 95% 
of the practices as suggested in the policy. We have always tried to 
include the world’s best practices in our education, and our approach 
has always been holistic, flexible, and multidisciplinary. I am 
confident that for us as a school even this transition will be as smooth 
as ever.

At Dikshant, we believe it is valuable to look beyond these immediate 
concerns to what may be possible for education and how it will emerge 
stronger on the other side of the COVID-19 pandemic. Against this 
tumultuous backdrop, we are and will carry on with our academic 
session with even more enthusiasm.
